Course Description:

The Kindergarten Art program is designed as an introduction to the visual arts. Students
participate in weekly lessons that are 40 minutes in duration. Students experience the
topics of aesthetics, the elements, and principles of design, critique, world cultures, art
history and society and the creation of artwork. The Kindergarten program is a hands-on
course that promotes artistic self-expression while developing fine motor control through
manipulation and technical skills with a wide range of art materials. The regular display
of student work throughout the school buildings provides a vehicle for communicating
individual and collective talents.
